I recommend that the Public Education Commission RENEW the charter for Academy of Trades and Technology.


Brief Overview of the School  

Academy of Trades and Technology (ATT) serves an at-risk population of students.  Many students are high school drop outs who have not succeeded in any other educational setting.  Many students have challenges that include substance abuse, justice system interventions, and mental health issues.  ATT offers vocational and job readiness training and a life-skills curriculum to help reengage students in the public educational system and provide them skills necessary to pursue options that before were unattainable.

The school focuses on the students’ academic, vocational, and personal goals and combines workforce readiness education with thematic instruction.  ATT has been highly successful with students that have no other alternative to continue their education. 
I have used The End-of-Term Report to inform my decision for renewal. The Renewal Charter Analysis Tool (RCAT) has provided me information regarding proposed changes to the renewal charter.  I have included both of these documents as part of my recommendation to the Commission.
