Brief Overview of the School  

East Mountain High School (EMHS) opened in 2000 and is seeking a second renewal, this time as a state-chartered charter school.  EMHS is located in Sandia Park and draws students from predominately the Moriarty Public Schools and Albuquerque Public Schools districts.  The school’s mission is to create a culture of effective teaching and learning, ensuring each student’s excellence, college preparation, progressive skill development, exposure to a rigorous curriculum, and connection to the community.  “As it enters its second decade of operation, the educational and governance leadership of East Mountain High School will continue to identify those long-term, measurable mechanisms to achieve the school’s mission as well as to establish and maintain the culture necessary to help each of our students grow and succeed” (Abstract p. C-5).
