Thirty pages of data (A-3 through A-33) were presented in the Progress Report, Part A, to address this goal.  Assessments included:  New Mexico English Language Proficiency Assessment (NMELPA); the Dynamic Indicators of Basic Early Literacy Skills (DIBELS) / Indicadores Dinámicos del Éxito en la Lectura (®IDEL); the Brigance; the Developmental Reading Assessment (DRA) / Evaluación del Desarrollo de Lecto-escritura (EDL); Thinklink Reading; Thinklink Math; and LAS Links Español.
Statement of Student Progress:
Most data presented in the 30 pages of the Progress Report represent student performance during 2007/08 and/or 2008/09 only.  Lack of Reading and Math data for 2005-2006 and 2006-2007 (other than AYP reports) was attributed to misplacement of records during three moves to different sites during the term of the charter.  However, three years of NMELPA data are presented.   
A review of the data for Reading and Math indicates both increases and declines in academic performance at different grade levels.  Overall the reading assessment data indicate a moderate proficiency level at the end of Kindergarten, a significant drop in proficiency at the end of 1st grade, some increase in proficiency at the end of the second grade and a noticeable increase in proficiency at third grade.  
Math data provided based on the Brigance indicate increasing levels of proficiency by increasing grade levels  (e.g., Kindergarten at 20% proficiency and third grade at 70% proficiency).  Data presented based on Thinklink Math was incomplete.
The NMELPA data (a measure of language proficiency) demonstrate over a three-year period (2006-2007, 2007-2008, 2008-2009), a clear increase in advanced levels of student proficiency and a clear decrease in the beginning levels of student proficiency in Listening, Reading, Writing, and Speaking. Instructional Modification Applied:
The school reports a current ELL enrollment of 93 % with NMELPA results indicating a need for language development in Speaking, Listening, Reading and Writing.  A Dual Language Model of the Bilingual Education Program has been implemented.  The school cited research by Collier and Cummins suggesting that students require 5 to 7 years to reach proficiency levels in academic language.  The school also suggests a correlation between low early grade reading proficiency scores and language development needs.

	93% of students attending La Promesa have been identified as English Language Learners (ELL); a Dual Language Model for Bilingual Education has been implemented and was rated as “well-developed” by the PED Bilingual Education Bureau.
Language proficiency levels in Listening, Reading, Writing and Speaking as measured over a three-year period, indicate a steady increase in advanced levels of proficiency and a steady decrease in beginning levels of proficiency.

Overall, academic assessment data indicate lower levels of proficiency in grades K, 1 and 2 and a noticeable increase in proficiency at the third grade level.  The increase in academic proficiency at 3rd grade typically results from increased levels of language proficiency demonstrated by ELL students in a dual language program.
