I recommend that the Public Education Commission RENEW the charter for Southwest Primary Learning Center.


Brief Overview of the School  

The Southwest Primary Learning Center strives to secure commitment by all stakeholders to a shared purpose and direction.  The mission of the school is to prepare students by meeting their academic and social needs with a challenging curriculum.  The curriculum emphasizes the basic skills in language arts, mathematics, science, and social studies.

After discussions with the school, the school has agreed to seek a charter for grades 4-6. If the charter school would like to expand the grades that it serves, it is encouraged to ask for a change in their charter at a later time.  The school has requested a waiver from the five-year charter to a ten-year charter.  I do not believe the Public Education Commission can grant a charter longer than five years; therefore, my recommendation is for the five years as defined in statute.
I have used The End-of-Term Report to inform my decision for renewal. The Renewal Charter Analysis Tool (RCAT) has provided me information regarding proposed changes to the renewal charter.  I have included both of these documents as part of my recommendation to the Commission.
